◆ Registration Fee : £ 150 per person

◆ Participation : Minimum one person per parish.
(Maximum two participants per parish)

◆ Deadline : Registration must be completed by 30th September 2025

Parishes are expected to bear the cost and expenses of their unit leaders, ensuring their
participation.

Further details and guidance will be provided by the Vice President and General Secretary of
the OCYM.
